The grade 3 assessment results indicate that our students
performed at a very high standard in all three assessment areas,
mathematics, reading and writing.

Additionally, the grade 6 assessment results indicate that our
students performed at a very high standard in the assessment
areas of reading and writing. While only 52% of students were at
or above provincial standards in mathematics, it is important to
know that this was a 16% increase from the 2022-2023
assessment.
